Our equipment is heavier then similar sized wood equipment 

and you must therefore take care to hold & control the telescoping & sliding parts of our equipment securely when mak-

ing adjustments. Failure to control these parts could cause personal injury and / or damage to your equipment. 

SAFELY ADJUSTING MAST HEIGHT 
1) Hold the telescoping 

section of the mast before 

loosening the lever handle. 
 
2) Holding the mast with 

one hand, loosen the lever 

handle, adjust the mast 

height and re-tighten the 

lever handle. 
 
ALWAYS: lower the 
mast to its resting posi-
tion at the end of each 
painting / drawing session. 
 
ALWAYS: support the 
mast with one hand  

before making any 
height adjustments. 
 
ALWAYS:  re-tighten the 
lever handle(s) after 

every easel adjustment. 
 
 

SAFELY ADJUSTING CANVAS TRAY HEIGHT 

1) Support the Canvas Tray 

before loosening the tray 

lever handle. 
 
2) Holding the canvas tray 

with one hand, loosen the 

tray lever handle, adjust the 

tray height and re-tighten 

the tray lever handle. 
 
ALWAYS: support the 
Canvas Tray with one 

hand before making any 
height adjustments. 
 

ALWAYS: re-tighten the 
lever handle(s) after 

every easel adjustment.
